Arabic Language 01141
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Listening and speaking A 19141

Listening and Speaking A is a course that enables students to improve their
skills of listening such as listening for main ideas and details, predicting
content and listening for main details. In addition, it enables them to
develop their speaking skills to communicate effectively and improve their
confidence in speaking.

Reading and Writing A 19142

The goal of writing is to enable students to master certain writing
technicalities and to write different types of sentences, topic sentences,
concluding sentences, short paragraphs, and personal letters to express
and introduce their ideas. The course will cover copying sentences, and
short paragraphs, dictation and spelling, punctuation and capitalization,
connectors and understanding sentence structure.

Reading is based on the view that reading is an active process. It aims at
providing students with carefully constructed materials to give them practice
to reinforce grammatical contexts covered in other related courses. The
course focuses on reading and writing skills.
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Vocabulary and Dictionary Skills 19143

Language learners need to know how to use dictionaries because they
are crucial elements in learning the vocabulary and mastering a language.
This course is an introductory course which aims at providing the students
with the necessary knowledge related to the importance of dictionary in
learning the English language. Vocabulary is the backbone of a language.
Mastering vocabulary is the key element in reading, writing and speaking.
Students will learn how to use the dictionary and how to look up a word.
The dictionary provides students with all information related to the word
such as its pronunciation, grammar, part of speech, spelling, meaning or
definition, and use in different contexts.

English Grammar A 19144

The aim of this course is to acquaint students with English grammar.
Students will learn the following: Pronouns (types and function) Nouns
(types, function and form of noun), adjectives (descriptive and proper
adjectives), adverbs (types and position), prepositions (place and time),
articles (the basic usage), Present tense (simple and progressive), past
tense (simple and progressive), simple future and passive voice for the
aforementioned tenses).

English grammar B 19241

At this stage, students will be exposed to the following: present perfect
(simple and continuous), past perfect (simple and continuous), Future
(continuous and perfect), conditionals (real, unreal (present) and unreal
(past), modals (can, could, may, might, must, have to, need, should, and
ought.
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Listening and Speaking B 19242

This course is designed for improving the listening and speaking skills.
Students listen to different sources with various topics, and then they talk
about them. They also train listening by answering exercises and give

presentations.

Reading and writing B 19243

The course develops systematic development of reading and writing skills.
It offers on variety of texts based on real life situations and develops the
reading situations skills using these reading skills on a model for written
work.

Psychology 19244
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Introduction to Translation 19341

This course is an introductory course which allows students to get acquainted
with translation theories and practice for the first time. The main objective
of this course is to provide students with the basic ideas about translation
process and the contemporary theories set out by some scholars in this
field and to enable them to improve their English and increase their lexical
stock while at the same acquire the art of translating from English into
Arabic and vice versa.

The course aims to acknowledge students with what is translation and
what is the task of a translator? What is translation theory? Translation as
a process and a product, Translation process according to Catford, Nida
and Newmark. It also aims to teach students the importance of the notion
of equivalence in translation.

The practical part consists of selected graded units of language starting
from morphemes, words, phrases, clauses, simple sentences, complex
sentences, compound sentences, paragraphs to texts. The texts are taken
from various sources (fields) scientific, literary, religious, journalistic, legal
and political.

Introduction to Literature 19343

Introduction to Literature is a course designed to introduce students to the
study of a

variety of literary works within the genres of poetry, drama, and fiction.
Students will read,

analyze, and interpret different types of literary texts such as poems, short
stories, and plays in an attempt to relate awareness of literary structure of
selected literary pieces and different methods of critical analysis. Together
with an in—-depth language—-based analysis of the literary texts object of
study, a willingness to share interpretations as well personal response will
be fostered throughout the course.

Introduction to Applied Linguistics 19344

The course is designed to provide students with an opportunity to reflect
and further develop their understanding of both theoretical and practical
considerations in the field of language learning and teaching. It encourages
students to develop a broad theoretical base reflecting current cutting edge
research within Applied Linguistics and related disciplines. Additionally, this
course makes links between the different disciplines which contribute to our
knowledge of language learning and issues related to language pedagogy.

History of Islamic Civilization 19345
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General Phonetics 19441

This course will introduce students to the physical aspects of speech.
Students will learn how to produce, perceive, and transcribe the sounds of
the English language, while learning the acoustic and articulatory properties
of each sound and transcribing data in the International Phonetic Alphabet
(IPA). Students will learn the organs of vocal tract as well as how sounds
are articulated. Furthermore, they will study suprasegmental features of
English including stress patterns in words and sentences in addition to
intonational patterns.
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Linguistic Schools 19442

The objective of this course is to provide students with a background
in different schools of linguistics such as: Traditional Latin influenced
models, European structuralism, American structuralism, Transformational
generative grammar, Scale and category, Functionalism, and Case
grammar.

Historical Linguistics 19443

This course is an introduction to Historical linguistics. Languages are
constantly changing. So, how and why do languages change? The course
provides answers to these questions. It examines the nature of language
change, how to determine a language’s history, its relationship to other
languages and the search for common ancestors or “proto—languages.” The
course will highlight the changes at various linguistic levels: sound change,
vocabulary change, syntactic change and changes in word meaning over
time. The course will also cover language contact and the sociolinguistic

explanations of these changes.

Language 19444

This course is an introduction to the scientific study of language. A survey
of the nature of language, concerning its origin, properties, and levels of
language which include phonetics, phonology, morphology, word formation,
syntax, and semantics. Part of this course will also involve covering the study
of language and regional variation, language in society (sociolinguistics)
and its relationship with culture and society.
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Phonology | 19541

The course is intended to present the scope of phonology (Phonetics vs.

phonology). Students will gain an understanding of the following areas: the
identification of phonological processes and natural classes, the nature of
phonological explanations, the structure of phonological theory, the shape
of phonological representations (features vs. elements), and a comparison
between different theories of phonological processes.

Morphology | 19542

This course is an introduction to Morphology which is a branch of

linguistics which deals with the study of the internal structure of words, the
processes by which words are created, and the relation of words and word-
parts to meanings and to syntax. It aims at exploring the intricate structure
of words. By focusing on a variety of phenomena, including those falling
under inflection, derivation, compounding, and productivity, the course
helps students develop tools for pattern observation in data, description and

.analysis of word structure

Syntax 1 19543

It covers the main descriptive rules of English Syntax. Then the student’s
main task is to apply these rules to differentiate grammatical operation.
This course looks at the English Grammar from different point of view.
It gives a systematic description of English syntax. It aims at giving the
students the tools of describing different structures that they have covered
previously and building them up through understanding English syntax. On
the whole, this course gives a careful and simple account of major areas
of English syntax that will provide a foundation for more advanced work in
theoretical linguistics.
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Semantics 19544

This course of semantics has been carefully planned to introduce students
to all the main elements of semantics in a simple step by step fashion.
Students begin by discovring the values and fascination of studying
semantics and move on to such topics as sense and reference, basic
sense relations, simple logic, word meaning, and interpersonal meaning.
This course meets the needs of those who will develop their skills in the

field of the study of meaning.

English Phonology 19641

Phonology is the branch of linguistics which investigates the ways in which
sounds are used systematically in different languages to form words and
utterances. This course is intended to provide an introduction to phonological
analysis, theory and argumentation. A basic understanding of the phonetic
properties of speech sounds will be assumed. Topics covered will include
common segmental and autosegmental phonological processes as well as
prosodic phonology.

English Morphology 19642

Morphology is the study of the internal structure of words, of the processes
by which words are created, and of the relation of words and word-parts
to meanings and to syntax. This course will survey some of the important
phenomena which have been noted in the course of recent morphological
research and the major approaches which have been proposed to deal with
them. We will be exploring a shift from a lexicon—based to a syntax—based
theory of morphology, but in order to do this, we will (i) develop a common
vocabulary to discuss morphological structure, and (i) explore ways that
theoretical constructs can be used to represent morphological structures.
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English Syntax 19643

The course helps students understand the basic terminology and concepts
of English syntax, syntactic theory and argumentation. Elements of English
sentence structure are analyzed and discussed in class. Students will
discuss series of examples and exercises, focusing on grammatical v.
ungrammatical sentences, noun phrases, adverbials phrase, different types
of pronouns and the different forms of articles.

English Phonetics 19644

This course provides information about English phonetics. It begins studying
the organs of speech. Then it shows the speech mechanism through which
students can know learn how sounds are produced. Also, students work
to describe and classify the sounds, and other phonetic features such as
syllable, stress, intonation which are introduced to them.

Research Methodology (Computer Skills) 19645

This course will provide an opportunity for participants to establish or
advance their understanding of research through critical exploration of
research language, ethics, and approaches. The course introduces the
language of research, ethical principles and challenges, and the elements
of the research process within quantitative, qualitative, and mixed methods
approaches. Participants will use these theoretical underpinnings to begin
to critically review literature relevant to their field or interests and determine
how research findings are useful in forming their understanding of their
future research projects. The course also introduces the use of technology
in research.
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Teaching Methodology 19741

This course gives an overall picture of the traditional approaches to English
Language Teaching (ELT) together with more recent developments in the
field. It is divided into two parts; the first part is concerned with certain
terminology related to ELT and the theories which underline this practice.
The second part contains the techniques and their application within the
classroom.

Psycholinguistics 19742

This course gives an overview on the discipline, covering areas such
as speech perception, word recognition, lexical ambiguity, sentence
comprehension, sentence production, language acquisition, and
neurolinguistics. It focuses on how humans learn, represent, comprehend,
and produce language; how language behavior helps us in figuring out
the linguistic mental process and how properties of the mind and brain
influence human language. It also addresses the nature of language, how
it is used, how our language skills develop, and how they can be impaired.

Sociolinguistics 19743

This course is an introduction to sociolinguistics, the study of the relationship
between language and society. It introduces you to the major concepts in
sociolinguistics. It examines the basic concepts in sociolinguistics showing
the links between language and society including the issues of language
choice, development, standardization, social and regional dialects as well
as the interdependence between language use and various social factors.
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(Research Methodology (Practical 19744

The aim of this course is to enhance the students’ understanding and
application in the basic technical aspects of research. Students should
know how to choose a topic, write a purpose, make a preliminary outline,
prepare a bibliography and footnote entries for different references. Students
are also made familiar with various resources for research. Students are
expected to write coherently and present well organized research paper

Research Project 19841

Students have to write a research paper as part of their graduation
requirements in the field of Theoretical linguistics, Applied linguistics,
Literature, Language , English Language or Translation. Students will
continue the topic chosen in the research course 197444. Hence, a
study plan will be devised by the supervisor and the student which serves
as a project description. At the end of the practical work, the students will
write a research project according to the topic they chose and prepared in
the sixth semester Research Methodology course, and apply the technical
aspects of research writing that they had already studied in the previous
and19744 courses19644

Pragmatics 19842

This course will introduce students to the study of contextualized meaning in
Linguistics in an attempt to answer the question: how do we create meaning
from the utterances we make? Pragmatics is the branch of Linguistics that
studies how people communicate and understand each other. Students
will be introduced to the functions and interactions of language as well as
speech acts and pragmatics and cognition.
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Language Testing 19843

In this course, students are introduced to various techniques of evaluating
the performance of foreign language learners in the four skills as well as
their command of sound and grammatical systems of English and of its
vocabulary. Different types of tests (achievement, proficiency, placement
and diagnostics) are briefly discussed too. By the end of the course
students should be able to understand how to construct and evaluate and
mark a language test.

Advanced Readings in Linguistics 19844

In this course students will undertake advanced readings in Linguistics, in
order to increase their critical understandings of identified works and how
they are situated in the field. Students will be exposed to different areas
in linguistic such as language change, categories of deixis the history of
old and modern linguistics. Other areas include Morphology, Etymology,
language variation, discourse and conversation analysis and theoretical
and practical issues of pragmatics and semantics.
