Introduction to Translation 19311

This course is an introductory course which allows students to
get acquainted with translation theories and practice for the first
time. The main objective of this course is to provide students with
the basic ideas about translation process and the contemporary
theories set out by some scholars in this field and to enable them to
improve their English and increase their lexical stock while at the
same acquire the art of translating from English into Arabic and

vice versa.
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The course aims to acknowledge students with what is
translation and what is the task of a translator? What is translation
theory? Translation as a process and a product, Translation process
according to Catford, Nida and Newmark. It also aims to teach
students the importance of the notion of equivalence in translation.

The practical part consists of selected graded units of language
starting from morphemes, words, phrases, clauses, simple
sentences, complex sentences, compound sentences, paragraphs to
texts. The texts are taken from various sources (fields) scientific,
literary, religious, journalistic, legal and political.

Introduction to Linguistics 19312

This course is an introduction to linguistics, the scientific study
of language which will provide some answers to basic questions
about the nature of human language, history of language and use
of speech and writing. The field of linguistics covers the human
language ability by uncovering structure at the level of sounds,
words, and sentences; examining how this structure relates to
meaning and is processed in the mind and brain, exploring the
significance of linguistics in English language teaching, and
studying how language is used in society and changes over time.
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Introduction to Literature 19313

Introduction to Literature is a course designed to introduce
students to the study of a variety of literary works within the
genres of poetry, drama, and fiction. Students will read, analyze,
and interpret different types of literary texts such as poems, short
stories, and plays in an attempt to relate awareness of literary
structure of selected literary pieces and different methods of critical
analysis. Together with an in-depth language-based analysis of the
literary texts object of study, a willingness to share interpretations
as well personal response will be fostered throughout the course.

Introduction to Applied Linguistics 19314

The course is designed to provide students with an opportunity to
reflect and further develop their understanding of both theoretical
and practical considerations in the field of language learning and
teaching. It encourages students to develop a broad theoretical
base reflecting current cutting edge research within Applied
Linguistics and related disciplines. Additionally, this course
makes links between the different disciplines which contribute to
our knowledge of language learning and issues related to language

pedagogy.
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History of Islamic Civilization 19315
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English Grammar C 19411

This course 1s a description and an analysis of advanced English
grammar, based on relating forms, function and context. It employs
communicative approach to the learning of English grammar.

Reading and Writing C 19412

This course focuses on teaching reading and writing through
genres. It considers how different text types and styles help
learners to develop their reading and writing skills. By the end of
the course, students will be able:

1. To recognize a number of genre types that can be used to devolve
reading and writing skills.

2. To identify a number of appropriate activities and techniques
that exploit different types and features of genre in reading and
writing tasks.
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Language Acquisition 19413

The aim of this course is to provide an introduction to first
and second language acquisition. It presents the main theories
of language acquisition and considers the implications of these
for language teaching and classroom practice. It also deals with
the effects of factors such as intelligence, personality, and age on
language learning.

Listening and Speaking C 19414

This course is designed for improving the listening and speaking
skills. Students listen to different sources with various topics, and
then they talk about them. They also train listening by answering

exercises and give presentations.
English Phonetics 19415

English phonetics I is a required course. This course is an
introduction to the science of phonetics. It seeks to give an
overview of the subject in order to equip students with the
necessary knowledge which will assist them in their subsequent
courses in the Applied Linguistics Department. Students will learn
the organs of vocal tract as well as how sounds are articulated.
They will learn phonetic alphabet as well as how to transcribe
words as an aid for correct pronunciation. Furthermore, they will
study suprasegmental features of English including stress patterns
in words and sentences in addition to intonational patterns.
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Grammar D 19511

[t covers the main descriptive rules of English grammar. Then the
students' main task is to apply these rules to different grammatical
operation. This course looks at English Grammar from a different
point of view. It gives a systematic description of English Syntax.
It aims at giving the students the tools of describing different
structures that they have covered previously and building up a
thorough understanding English Syntax. On the whole, this course
gives a careful and a simple account of major areas of English
Syntax that will provide a foundation for more advanced work in
applied linguistics.

Academic Writing 19512

This course aims at strengthening students' ability in writing in
general and in writing communicative, well-constructed paragraphs
in particular. Throughout this course, students are guided and led
to produce pieces of writing which can be rated as academic.

Introduction to ESP 19513

Introduction to ESP is a subject that handles and discusses the
concept of specific registers and terminology taught to different
occupations. It also gives an insight into the teaching methods and
learning theories and their implications in teaching specific courses.
ESP tries to prepare the learners for specific communicative

environments and fields.
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Teaching Methodology 19514

This course gives an overall picture of the traditional approaches
to English Language Teaching (ELT) together with more recent
developments in the field. It is divided into two parts; the first
part is concerned with certain terminology related to ELT and the
theories which underline this practice. The second part contains
the techniques and their application within the classroom.

Teaching Language Skills 19611

This course is considered the second part of Teaching
Methodology course. However, it is found that the main focus here
is for the four skills of English language, their characteristics and
how to teach each.

Research Methodology & Computer Skills 19612

This course will provide an opportunity for participants to
establish or advance their understanding of research through
critical exploration of research language, ethics, and approaches.
The course introduces the language of research, ethical principles
and challenges, and the elements of the research process within
quantitative, qualitative, and mixed methods approaches.
Participants will use these theoretical underpinnings to begin
to critically review literature relevant to their field or interests
and determine how research findings are useful in forming their
understanding of their future research projects. The course also
introduces the use of technology in research.
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Topics in ESP 19613

This course aims to provide learners with an overview of the
origin and development of English for specific purpose (ESP).
Topics will be chosen according to the principles and techniques
for designing an ESP course including syllabus, materials,
methodology, and evaluation. Then it will examine the role of ESP
teacher and the resources to be used by the teacher.

Technology in ELT 19614

This course is designed to provide students with information
and communication technology (ICT) tools and how to use them
in the language classroom.

Introduction to Syllabus Design 19711

The aim of the course is to provide an overall view of the nature
of the nature of course design and aspects to be considered in
constructing syllabuses.

Research Methodology (Practical) 19712

The aim of this course is to enhance the students’ understanding
and application in the basic technical aspects of research. Students
should know how to choose a topic, write a purpose, make a
preliminary outline, prepare a bibliography and footnote entries for

different references. Students are also made familiar with various
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resources for research. Students are expected to write coherently
and present well organized research papers.

Discourse Analysis 19713

The main aim ofthe course 1s to examine the current development
in the analysis of spoken and written discourse and also to assess
the usefulness of those developments in the design of materials
for language learning. It provides a theoretical underpinning to the
teaching of the language skills of listening, speaking, reading and
writing.

Literaturein ELT 19714

This course discusses questions like ' what is literature?' ' what
are the main literary concepts and terms which a teacher needs
to know? ' . It also examines the relationship between language
teaching and literature. It presents a pedagogical treatment of
literary texts (the type of sentence pattern, the type of vocabulary,
the non-core meaning of vocabulary) and the impact of this in
designing syllabuses and learning materials. The course also looks
at ways in which a variety of literary texts, including poetry, plays,
short stories and novels, can be used in the classroom. The tasks
and other activities organized around them offer generalizable
procedures and teachings which can be applied or adapted to

different teaching contexts.
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Syllabus Design 19811

This course provides a guide for learners on how courses are
designed, organized and distributed. Its main aim is constructing
and building syllabuses based on scientific approaches. It also
equips them with practice on designing a syllabus.

Language Testing 19812

In this course, students are introduced to various techniques of
evaluating the performance of foreign language learners in the
four skills as well as their command of sound and grammatical
systems of English and of its vocabulary. Different types of tests
(achievement, proficiency, placement and diagnostics) are briefly
discussed too. By the end of the course students should be able to

understand how to construct and evaluate and mark a language
test.

Research Project 19813

Students have to write a research paper as part of their graduation
requirements in the field of Theoretical linguistics, Applied
linguistics, Literature, Language, English Language or Translation.
Students will continue the topic chosen in the research course
197444. Hence, a study plan will be devised by the supervisor and
the student which serves as a project description. At the end of the
practical work, the students will write a research project according
to the topic they chose and prepared in the sixth semester Research
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Methodology course, and apply the technical aspects of research
writing that they had already studied in the previous related courses.

Practical Teaching 19814

This course aims at helping students practice what they have
learnt in teaching methodology and strategies in order to prepare
them for their teaching profession. It is meant to provide students
with the opportunity to acquire skills, strategies and techniques to
enhance their teaching competence.
